Summer 1944. After a recovery period and after an initial, failed, offensive into Romania, the Red storm is wrecking everything in its path.

This battle is all about surviving until the end, not about winning. Little to no reserves are available, and aside from a few Panzer divisions, we should not count on significant reinforcements for several months.

There is no Axis phase on turn 1, this is Turn 2.
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6th Army has the cruel fate of being destroyed twice within about 18 months.

With no significant reserves to counter a Soviet breakthrough and a shaky Romanian ally, eager to surrender, there is nothing I can do to save 6th Army and the unlucky divisions belonging to 8th Army trapped with it.

The Brandenburger regiment has failed to occupy the Romanian capital of Bucharest and is trapped in the country.

Hungarian defenses are mostly in good shape in the mountains, but the weakly held northernmost point of the line, held by a handful of German Jaeger regiments has already collapsed. Due to the difficult terrain, it is impossible to move reinforcements in to plug the gaps before the Soviets can exploit them. All we can do now is slow them down.

SS cavalry formations, supported by the one of the two Hungarian armoured divisions, are invading Romania in an attempt to get to the mountain passes before the Soviet mobile units get there.

Turn 3.
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The attempts to get to the passes in western Romania before the Soviets got there have been mostly successful. As future turns indicate, WitE is forgiving to mobile units attacking in difficult terrain, so my blocking forces will soon be pushed aside.

Hungarian forces are moved from the central Carpathian front to the northernmost part of the active map.

Turn 4.
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The first Soviet mobile corps are arriving in the passes in the southwest, my units got there just in time.

The Soviets are slowly pushing me out of the mountains in the northernmost part of the map. Hungarian Reserve divisions are constructing forts along the Tisza northeast of Nyíregyháza. 

Turn 5.
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The first significant reinforcements, several Panzer divisions, have arrived. The Soviets did push back my blocking force, but they now face several fairly strong divisions.

6th Army is still keeping some Soviet and Romanian forces busy in the swamps. The Hungarian divisions in the central part of the map pull back before a Soviet breakthrough in the north cuts them off. Some will walk to safety, others will escape by rail. One German Jaeger regiment is doomed, as it's too far away from the rail line.
